TACHED TO THE SCENE SELECTOR. FIRST, YOU SHOULD CONNECT THE
DATA COMMUNICATION CABLE. OPEN THE LIGHTWILD CONTROL UNIT
AND LOOK FOR THE LIGHTWILD RS-232 TO RS-485 CONVERTER (PHOTO
B). CONNECT A STANDARD CAT 5 DATA CABLE WITH RJ45 CONNECTORS
(PHOTO C) INTO THE RJ45 “IN” PORT ON THE CONVERTER.

ROUTE THE OTHER END OF THE CAT5 CABLE FROM YOUR POWER AND
CONTROL UNIT TO YOUR SCENE SELECTOR ACCORDING TO LOCAL
BUILDING CODE AND THROUGH AN OPENING IN THE ELECTRICAL BACK-
BOX.

NOTICE
SEPARATE LOW VOLTAGE FROM HIGH VOLTAGE WIRING. AVOID RUNNING LOW
VOLTAGE WIRING PARALLEL TO HIGH VOLTAGE WIRING.

PLUG THE CAT5 PLUG INTO THE JACK ON THE BACK OF THE SCENE SE-
LECTOR (PHOTO D).

THE NEXT STEP IS TO CONNECT THE 24VDC WIRE FROM THE CONTROL
UNIT TO THE SCENE SELECTOR.

LOCATE THE 2-CONDUCTOR CABLE WHIP THAT IS SUPPLIED WITH THE
CONVERTER. SPLICE THE CABLES AND EXTEND IT TO THE SCENE SE-
LECTOR ACCORDING TO LOCAL BUILDING AND ELECTRICAL CODE AND
THROUGH AN OPENING IN THE ELECTRICAL BACKBOX.

REMOVE THE 2-PIN CONNECTOR FROM THE BACK OF THE SCENE SE-
LECTOR FACEPLATE. STRIP THE END OF THE 24VDC CABLE AND ATTACH
IT TO THE PIN AS SHOWN IN PHOTO E.

AFTER CONNECTING THE WIRING, SNAP THE 2-PIN CONTROLLER BACK
INTO THE SCENE SELECTOR. YOUR SCENE SELECTOR SHOULD LOOK
LIKE PHOTO F.

INSTALL THE SCENE SELECTOR ONTO THE MOUNTING PLATE AND SE-
CURE WITH SCREW (PHOTO G)
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OPERATION

PRESS A NUMBERED SCENE BUTTON TO SELECT A SCENE. THE LED
FOR THE SELECTED SCENE WILL ILLUMINATE.

PRESS [ON/OFF SYMBOL] TO TURN LIGHTS ON* OR OFF. THE POWER-
ON LED WILL INDICATE GREEN WHEN ON, AND RED WHEN OFF.

PRESS TO REDUCE THE LIGHT INTENSITY. PRESS TO INCREASE
THE LIGHT INTENSITY. THE LED BAR GRAPH WILL INDICATE LIGHT IN-
TENSITY SETTING.
